Nikolay Nikitovich Danilenko (1921-1987)
| ' Nikolay Danilenko was born in

1921 on the 24th of March In
Rakitnoye in the family of a farmer.
He graduated from the school and
moved to the city Electrostal of
Moscow's region, where he graduated
from a professional college and
worked at a factory. During that time
. he studied in the air club in Noginsk.
He entered military and aviation school of pilots in Kachinsk
and graduated from it in 1942 and was sent to field army to the
Western front. The fighter-pilot Danilenko was awarded by two
Red Banner Order, the orders of the Patriotic war (1 class) and
the Red Star in 1942-1944 for excellent realization of fighting
tasks in battle-fronts and for the shown courage. In March 1945
guards captain Danilenko was a deputy commander of a
squadron of the 18th guards destructive aviation regiment of the
303 fighter aviation division, which was a part of the first air
army of the third Belarussian front. 256 combat missions were
done by him. He escorted soviet attack airplanes and
bombardment airplanes, made aerial reconnaissance, shuted
softly soviet forces, did away with enemy plans. He shook down
16 planes and 1 plane in the structure of a group during the 49
air fights.

According to the decree of presidium of the Supreme Soviet
of the USSR from 19.04.1945 a deputy commander of a
squadron of the 18th guards destructive aviation regiment guards
captain Nikolay Nikitovich Danilenko was given the rank of the
hero of Soviet Union.

He was continued to serve in the Soviet armed forces after
war. He was transferred to the reserve in 1954 in the lieutenant

colonel s rank, worked in Moscow.
Danilenko died in June 1987 and was buried In
Novodevichy cemetery of Moscow.

- German occupation. Dobrodomov was
called up for the Red Army. In May
the same year he joined the Army in
! the Voronezh front as a shooter of the
764-th shooting infantry of the 232d shooting division of the 18-
th army.

In the battle for the village Katerinovka, Lebedinkiy district
Sumy region on the 7-th of September 1943 private soldier G. S.
Dobrodomov replaced the commander and successfully led the
company, which fought the enemy.

Then Dobrodomov led the company into counter-attack and
rushed into the village one of the first. He captured guns, 2
mortarts and three machine-guns of the enemy. He opened fire
from trophy guns. G. S. Dobrodomov and his fighting men
began to pursue the refreated enemy.

Private soldier G. S. Dobrodomov distinguished himself
when they forced a crossing over the Dnieper in the battle at the
village Lutezh, Vishgorodskiy district, Kiev region.




In spite of a strong firing of the river by the enemy he swam
across in the first group to the right bank, consolidated his grip
on the bridge-head and with the help of his fire provided
crossing of the main forces of the battalion.

The enemy had serious losses at this sector. Private soldier
G. S. Dobrodomov crushed about 20 enemy soldiers personally.

On the 10-th of January 1944 G. S. Dobrodomov was given
the title of the Hero of the Soviet Union by the decree of the
Presidium of the Supreme Soviet for the heroism and courage.

Later G. S. Dobrodomov was awarded by an order upon the
Patriotic War of the first class.

He perished in the title of a junior lieutenant in the battles
for liberation of flungary on the 20-th of November 1944,

He was buried in the town Mishkolts in Hungary. His bust
was installed in the Avenue of Heroes in the settlement of
Rakitnoye.

Alexey Ivanovich Tsybulev (1916-1944)
Alexey Ivanovich Tsybulev was

born 1.09.1916 in Rakitnoye in the
peasant's family. From childhood he
was brought up without parents. He
graduated from agricultural school.
He worked in the collective farm, and
In 1936 he went to the Dnepropetrovsk
region on Zhaporozhstal plant
according to the Komsomol permit
.He had been working as the former
till the conscription to the Red Army

in 1939.

Tsybulev A. | had been in the acting army of the Sonthwest
front since June, 1941. He served as the tipper-off of the 76-mm
tool of a separate art division of the 5th airborne brigade, the
40th army which was a part of the 3rd airborne team. On 21
.09.1941 in unequal fight at Kryzhki of Belopolsky district of
the Sumy region he battled heroically and selflessly. 20 tanks, 5
armored cars and 18 trucks with the German infantry moved on
a position of a division. Battalion covered withdrawal of the
crew. Forces were on a limit, and many soldiers including the
tipper-of A. I. Tsybulev were wounded. Having admitted tanks
on a close distance battalion opened fire. The unequal fight
began. Several enemy cars were lit up, but others directed to




the position of artilleryman without reducing speed. A. I.
Tsybulev was wounded and he noticed how his tool became
silent after a close rupture of an enemy shell. And then,
overcoming pain, he reached it and, opened fire acting one for
all calculation. Well-aimed shots he has set fire to three tanks.
Having got the second wound, he hasn’t left a battlefield,
continue to reflect an impact of the enemy. He has detained
advance of armored cars and trucks, having prevented
penetration of the opponent into the back of an art regiment. A
tool tipper-of Alexey Ivanokvich Tsybulev was given the rank
of the Hero of the Soviet Union according to the Decree of
Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR from 20.11.1941
for the heroism and courage shown in these fights.

Then A. I. Tsybulev fought on Western, Bryansk and the
3rd Belarusian fronts, he participated in fights on the Kurksky
arch, in the liberation of Baltic. He was killed in the battle
27.08.1944 in Lithuania and was buried at the village of Sneyka
of Shaulyaysky district. His busts were installed in the alley of
heroes and at the building of valve plant on his homeland, in the
town Rakitnoye, on the building of foundry shop of
Zaporozhstal plant and a marble board, and on the place of a feat
. Kryzhki - a plate.

Nadezhda Nikiforovna Fedutenko (1915 — 1978)
Nadezhda Nikiforovna Fedutenko

was born on 30 September, 1915 in a
working class family in Rakitnoye
village. She had graduated from a
junior  high  school and an
apprenticeship one. She worked at the
Rakitnoye sugar factory.

In 1933 she entered Tambov Civil
Aviation Flying School, and finished
it in 1935. She had been working as a
civil aviation pilot. In May 1941 Fedutenko was drafted into the
Red Army due to the beginning of the Great Patriotic War. She
had being located at the Southwestern Front in Special Kiev
Civil Aviation Group since the very first days of the war. She
performed supply missions, evacuated sorely wounded people
etc.

In 1942 Fedutenko completed flight training courses In
Engels military aviation school for pilots, and was sent to the
Bomber Aviation Regiment led by M. M. Raskova, the Hero of
the Soviet Union. She waged war in the Don, Western, 3rd
Belorussian, 2nd and 1st Baltic Fronts. For exemplary
performance of fighting tasks of command and both the heroism
and courage shown she was awarded by the with Order of the
Red Banner (twice), the Order of the Patriotic War 1st Class, the
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medal “For the Defence of Stalingrad”. In December 1944
Major of the Guards N. N. Fedutenko been commanded of
squadron, fought in the 1st Baltic Front. She was a commanding
officer of 125th Guards Bomber Aviation Regiment of the 1st
Baltic Front to 4th Guards Bomber Aviation Division, 1st
Guards Air Corps of 3rd Air Army. By that time Fedutenko flew
56 bombing missions against accumulations of enemy’s materiel
and personnel while doing irretrievable damage to them.

On 18 August, 1945 by the Decree of the USSR Presidium
of the Supreme Soviet Nadezhda Nikiforovna Fedutenko was
given the title of the Hero of Soviet Union. In 1946 she was
transferred to the reserve. Fedutenko had done the Party work in
Khabarovsk and Irkutsk and then lived in Kiev. Died on 30
January, 1978 and was buried in Kiev. A bust honours
Fedutenko were installed in the Heroes Alley in Rakitnoye. A
street was named after her in Rakitnoye and a portrait sculpture
was placed in the same place in 2000.

VaS|I|y Mikhaylovich Evdoshenko (1924 — 2003)
s Vasiliy Makhailovich Evdoshenko

was born on the 12th of March 1924
In the village of Bobrava Rakitnoye
district in a peasant family. He had
iIncomplete secondary education. He
~ worked as a carpenter on the farm.

-y He was called up for the Red
Army in March 1943. He fought at
the Voronezh and 1st Ukrainian
Front. He was wounded twice. He
was awarded by Orders of the Red Star, Patriotic war 1-St class,
medals. At the end of September 1943 the 232-nd Sumskaya
infantry division went with fights to the Dnieper in the area of
Vyshgorod (Kiev now). The battalion commander invited the
volunteers to return boats stolen by the Nazis during the retreat
and abandoned near the right bank. Vasil Evdoshenko
volunteered. On the 3d of October 1943, he crossed the Dnieper
by boat. The Germans opened a gun-mortar fire on a dare-devil,
but he stubbornly moved forward. He was wounded and the
boat was broken by the shrapnel. However he attained the bank,
hitched to his boat two other ones and returned back. Without
losing a single minute, the brave man repeated his path and
delivered several boats. At night of the 4th October, when the
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crossing of the Dnieper began, the sapper transported soldiers to
the other side of the river until he was sent to the hospital.

By the decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the
USSR from 10.01.1944. the sapper of the 392-nd separate
sapper battalion of the 232nd infantry division (38th army,
Voronezh front) V. M. Evdoshenko was given the title of Hero
of the Soviet Union. In 1947, he graduated from the Leningrad
military engineering school, and in 1952 the EMF. In 1970
major Evdoshenko V. M. was transferred to the reserve. He died
in 16.07.2003.

Bust of Hero was installed in the Alley of Heroes in
Rakitnoye and in his native village, in Bobrava.

Anton Ivanovich Paliev (1921-1980)
3 Anton Ivanovich Paliev was born

in the village of Bobrava, Rakitnoye
_ district on January 21, 1921 in the
~ family of a peasant. After finishing
school, he worked on a collective farm.
After that he worked as an accountant
at Gubarevo railway station in
. Primorski railway.

1940 A. Paliev joined the Red
Army. He served his country best in
the 1st Primorski Army.

1942 A. Paliev was sent to the VVoronezh Front. He took part
In the battle of Kursk, forced a crossing the Dnieper.

A lot had been done by him in autumn 1943 to win the
battle by Bukrin which is situated to the south west of Kiev.
There he served as a machine — gunner at the 21st infantry
regiment of the 180th infantry division of the 38th front — line
army of the Voronezh Front. After forcing a crossing the
Dnieper and the usurpation of the base on the right river — bank
Paliev’s company got an order to dislodge the enemy and to
widen the base. A terrible battle started at the end of September
1943 near Starye Petrovtsy village. Paliev’s company broke into
the 2nd line of German trenches using his machine — gun’s fire
and occupied them. The enemy wanted to regain lost position
and undertook some furious attacks. Paliev’s company beat off
and caused damage in German armed forces and armament.




However, the Germans didn’t leave their hopes to win the
battle. They used to smoke shells during the shelling and with
the help of the smokescreen they began a new attack. The junior
sergeant A. Paliev had no time for thinking the situation over.
His decision was original and thus unexpected for the enemy. He
left the smoke screen, took his machine — gun, found the proper
position and started a sudden furious fire. He murdered many
dozens of the enemies. The counter- attack of the Germans
suddenly stopped. The Soviet soldiers put the enemy to flight.

The machine — gunner of the 21st infantry regiment junior
sergeant A. I Paliev was given the title “The hero of the Soviet
Union” by the Decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of
the USSR on October 29, 1943.

1944 A. 1. Paliev graduated from junior lieutenant courses.
He commanded the machine — gunner’s company in the Soviet
army operations on the territory of Romania and Hungary. 1945
A. |. Paliev was sent to the officer courses. 1946 he retired.
Anton I. Paliev lived and worked in Nizhnyaya Syrovatka
village in Sumy region in the Ukraine.

Preparing to cross the Dnieper, the
commander of battalion Department
found a fishing boat. Under heavy
enemy fire, N. K Sakov ferried two rifle companies to the right
bank of the Dnieper. And even when in the middle of the river, a
shell hit the boat, he managed to return to the left bank. He

quickly found new boats and sat down again at the oars...
N. K Sakov was given the Title of Hero of the Soviet Union
on the 10th of January in1944.

After demobilization in 1967, major Sakov lived in Kursk
and worked as a teacher at the Agricultural Institute. He died in
1996 and was buried in Kursk.

The battalion commander of the
619-th Rifle regiment (203 rifle division, the 53rd army of the
2nd Ukrainian front) captain V. M. Timchenko particularly
distinguished himself in battles on the territory of Hungary.
25.11.1944 infantry battalion under his command was
counterattacked by ten tanks and an infantry regiment of enemy
in the area of Elek. Timchenko V. M rushed towards the leading
tank, set it on fire by anti-tank grenade, and then led the
battalion in a counter attack. The enemy could not stand the
onslaught and retreated with heavy losses. The battalion
entrenched on a favorable turn. The soldiers repulsed 11
counter-attacks in this battle. Soon they went on the offensive.
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By the decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the
USSR from 24.03.1945 captain Timchenko, V. M. was awarded
by the title of the Hero of the Soviet Union. He was given also
three Orders of the Red Banner, Order of Patriotic war 1-St and
2-nd degree, two Orders of the Red Star, seven medals.

After the war he continued service in the Soviet Army. In
1950 he graduated from the Military Academy by Frunze. In
1964, he was transferred to the reserve in the rank of Lieutenant
Colonel. He lived in Rostov and worked as a teacher in medical
Institute.

VasiliyVasilevichKurbatov (1925-1945)
| V.V. Kurbatov was born iIn a

village called Vedenskaya Gotnya of
Rakitnoye District in a family of a
poor peasant. He graduated from
elementary school in his homeland and
then an extramural department in
_ Belgorod city.
| He worked at a collective farm
(kolhoz).In June 1943 Kurbatov was
drafted into the Red Army. He waged
war on the Central, the 1st and 4th Ukrainian fronts. He
commanded a heavy machine-toolmachine gun, and was a
komsomol* organizer of 825th Infantry Regiment Battalion
302th Infantry Division 60th Army of the 1st Ukrainian Front.

The heroic feat V.V. Kurbatov performed in January 1945
during the crossing of the Polish Nida river.

14/01/45, machine-gunners of a strike group quickly had
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reached the right bank of the river near the villageWislica (15

km south of Busko-Zdroj, Poland), opened fire on enemy’s
bunkers but they could not suppress them.

However, for the advancing soldiers, foe's fire point located
on the hill represented a great danger.

Sergeant Kurbatov had crawled to the high-rise and threw
two grandees into the embrasure. Then he entered a destroyed




bunker, pulled out a working machine-gun and opened fire on
Nazis.

Meanwhile his troop was crossing the iced river and took
over the first line of German trenches.V.V. Kurbatov died in this
battle.

On 29 June 1945 by the Decree of the USSR Presidium of
the Supreme Soviet V.V. Kurbatov was given the title of the
Hero of Soviet Union.

A secondary school in his homeland village named after
him.

A bust was placed at school and in the Heroes Alley in
Rakitnoye.

Vasiliy Yegorovich Sychev (1921 — 2002)
Born on 30.03.1921 in a

’2 He completed seven-year course,
. worked at a local collective farm
(kolhoz). Then he moved to Moscow

to work at trust «Mosenergymontage.

In 1940 Sychev was drafted into
" the army, where he graduated from a
garrison school.

He had been participating in the military actions since the
first day of the Great Patriotic War to the Victory Day.

The commander of the mortar department 960th Infantry
Regiment 299th Kharkov Infantry Division 53rd Army of the
Steppe Front staff sergeant V.E. Sychev showed heroism on the
night of 1.10.1943 during the crossing of the Dnieper.

On 22.02.1944 he was given the title of the Hero of Soviet
Union.

V.Y.Sychev was dismissed from the military in August
1961.

Decommissioned mayor had moved to Kiev and got a job as
locksmith-fitter in a Petrovsky factory. He lived in Kiev. He died
in 28.07.2002.

Bust of the hero was placed in the Heroes Alley in
Rakitnoye and in Nizhnepienskaya secondary school.

Vasily Emelyanowch Pisklov (1921-1998)
; | ~' He was born 08.26.1921, at the

M Soldatskoye  village  of  the
8 Rakityansky district in a peasant
family. He graduated from the seven-
year school. In the summer of 1939,
he was sent to work on the
8 construction of the railway iIn the
Primorsky  Area by Komsomol
Organisation. In 1940 he was called
up for real service in the army , he graduated from high school
junior commanders, and later the Moscow Military Command
college behalf of the Supreme Council of the RSFSR. Since
1942  Pisklov fought In the army at Stalingrad, Central,
Voronezh, the 1st Ukrainian fronts, took part in the battles of
Kursk. V.E. Pisklov V.E. fought skillfully in the area of
Olkhovatka which is west to Ponyri. From 6 to 11 July 1943, he
personally destroyed 10 enemy tanks and over 150 enemy
soldiers and officers. Pisklov ~ was the assistant platoon
commander of the 207th Guards Rifle Regiment of the 70th
Guards Division of the 13th Army Central Front Guard .
27.08.1943 he was awarded the title Hero of the Soviet Union
by Decree of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR from. He was
also awarded by the Order of the Patriotic War, the Red Star
and many other medals.




After the war he continued service in the army. In 1965
Vasily Emelyanovich was discharged as a lieutenant colonel
owing to his health. He is an honored Citizen of Olhovatka and
Soldatskoye village. Last time he lived in Moscow, where he
died in February 1998.

The Bust of Hero was set in the Alley of Heroes In
Rakitnoye settlement.

Petr Kirrilovich Pisklov (1923-1943)
Petr Kirrilovich Pisklov was born
: 10.01.1923 in the village of
Soldatskoye, Rakitnoye district in a
peasant family. In 1937 he graduated
3 from Soldatskoye seven year school.
 In 1938 he graduated from the trade
school in the city of Dzerzhinsk,
: Donetsk region. He worked as an
* electrician. In January 1943 P. Pisklov
was called for the Red Army. In April
1943 he was sent to the VVoronezh Front. He participated in the
battle of Kursk, fighting in the 565th Infantry Regiment of the
161th Infantry Division of the 40th Army. Senior Sergeant
Pisklov served as commander of a platoon. In September 1943
he forced a crossing the Dnieper. At night September 23, 1943
P.Pisklov crossed the Dnieper and started the fight for the height

from which enemy kept shelling the crossing. Our soldiers beat

off several enemy’s counterattacks, supported by tanks. At a
critical moment P. Pisklov moved forward, destroyed the tank,
and then leaded the attack and put the Germans to flight from the
heights. The Germans tried to stand up to the Russians but
soldiers led by Pisklov successfully won the battle.

Senior Sergeant Pisklov was given the title of Hero of the
Soviet Union by the Decree of the Presidium of the Supreme
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Soviet of the USSR 23.10.1943 for his heroic actions in the
battle for the Dnieper.

In November 1943 he died in a battle and was buried in the
town of Pereyaslav-Khmelnitsky, Kiev region in the Ukraine.
The busts of the hero were installed in the Alley of Heroes in
Rakitnoye and Rakitnoye School Ne2.
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
